Definition of Non-Degree Categories
and Required Academic Credentials

CATEGORY 1: Adults who desire to enroll on a part-time basis.
(Students enrolling for Teacher Certification see Category 6). Creden-
tial Requirements: Completed application for non-degree admission,
official high school transcript, GED or highest level of degree granted.

CATEGORY 2: Students enrolled at another institution of higher
education who desire to complete course work at Bloomsburg Univer-
sity for transfer to their home institutions. Credential Requirements:
Completed application for non-degree admission. Students should
make certain that course work pursued at Bloomsburg University will
satisfy course requirements at the home institution. Your college
adviser needs to fax a note to (570) 389-3982 on college letterhead
verifying you are enrolled there.

CATEGORY 3: High school students who wish to enroll at
Bloomsburg University in conjunction with their last year of high
school work or who are enrolled in the gifted program. Credential
Requirements: Completed application for non-degree admission,
official high school transcript, and a letter of recommendation from a
high school counselor.

CATEGORY 4: Students with a bachelor’s degree taking undergradu-
ate courses.
