About Bloomsburg

Bloomsburg University, a member of Pennsylvania’s State System of Higher
Education, is a four-year coeducational public university founded in 1839. Through the
stages of its development from a normal school to a teachers college to a multipurpose
state college and finally to a university in 1983, the institution has retained its emphasis
on liberal arts and career education.

Bloomsburg is recognized as one of the best 100 public universities in the
United States, and excellence, ranging from its 10 NCAA championships to its
international reputation in a number of its academic programs, is an attitude found
throughout the faculty and staff.

About 90 percent of Bloomsburg’s students come from throughout
Pennsylvania, creating a diverse mix of cultures and ideas. It’s a place where friendships
that last a lifetime begin. And it’s a busy place — with more than 150 student
organizations and activities, NCAA Division II athletic programs and a popular recreation
center.

The university’s Division of Continuing and Distance Education serves
students through nondegree credit courses, noncredit minicourses, off-campus classes,
credit for life experience and distance learning courses on public television.

The Town of Bloomsburg, located in the Susquehanna River Valley, has a population of
about 12,000 people. The central business district is just three blocks southwest of
campus, and includes many retail stores and restaurants, and the Bloomsburg Fair in
September. More stores, restaurants and theaters can be found along nearby Route 11
and at the Columbia Mall, northwest of town.

The university is within a one-hour drive from such cities as Hazleton,
Williamsport, Wilkes-Barre and Scranton; 1.5 hours from Harrisburg; 2.5 hours from
Philadelphia; 3 hours from New York City and Baltimore; and four hours from Pittsburgh
and Washington, DC.

A Few Facts About Bloomsburg

Degrees— Bloomsburg University offers
63 baccalaureate degrees, one associate
degree, 18 master’s degrees and a joint
doctoral degree in elementary education
in cooperation with Indiana University
of Pennsylvania.

Enrollment— Total enrollment is over
7,500, with an average incoming SAT of
1070 and class rank in the upper 25
percent; Bloomsburg admits one in
seven applicants and has a four-year
retention rate significantly higher than
the national average. More than 80

percent are full-time students. About 65
percent are women. About 90 percent of
Bloomsburg graduates are quickly placed
in their chosen fields.

Faculty— With approximately 1,000
employees, Bloomsburg University has
383 full-time faculty, 70 percent of
whom hold doctoral degrees and 72
percent of whom are tenured. The staff
is organized into four divisions:
Academic Affairs, Administration,
Student Life and University
Advancement. Governance is through
the State System of Higher Education’s
Board of Governors and through the
university’s Council of Trustees.

Financial Aid— About 70 percent of all

students receive some form of financial
aid; average amount of aid is $4,782 per
year.

School Colors, Mascot— The school
colors of Bloomsburg University,
originally “lemon and garnet,” have
been maroon and gold since the 1920s.
In the early 1930s, the Husky became
the school mascot when a dog owned by
a faculty member accompanied Adm.
Richard E. Byrd on an expedition to the
South Pole.

HEeap CoacH MARTY COYNE

Marty Coyne is
entering his 11th season
as head coach of the
Bloomsburg men’s tennis
team. He begins his 10th
year at the helm of the
women’s squad.

While in charge of the
men’s program, he has
led the team to nine consecutive
appearances in the NCAA Division II
Championships, advancing to the
quarterfinal round in 1996, 1997, and
2003. He has also been coach for part of
the school’s 14 consecutive PSAC
championships (1987-2000) and is a four-
time PSAC Men's Coach of the Year. He
was named East Region Coach of the Year
following the 1995-96 and 2002-03
campaigns and holds a career record of
146-55(.726). Before the PSAC changed
championship formats, Coyne coached 36
PSAC singles champions and 16 doubles
titlists. Coyne holds the distinction of
being one of the few individuals to win a
PSAC title as both a player and coach.

On the women'’s side, he led the squad
to its eight consecutive trip to the NCAA
Division II Championships and four PSAC
crowns, two solo and two shared titles.

During his nine years with the program,
the Huskies have an overall record of 145-
42 (.775) with 18 PSAC singles and five
doubles champions before the change to a
team championship format. He was
named PSAC Coach of the Year in both
1995 and 1996.

A former player at Bloomsburg, Coyne
was an eight-time conference champion
and one of the Huskies’ first All-America
performers. He was named to the All-
America team in 1983. He also won every
singles and doubles conference champion-
ships he competed for while playing with
the Huskies. Coyne finished with a career
record of 112-29, placing him second on
the all-time winning percentage list.

He served as director of tennis at the
Upper Bucks County YMCA in
Quakertown prior to returning to
Bloomsburg. Coyne has worked with
numerous MSTA-ranked players as well as
nationally ranked juniors.

A native of Hazleton, Coyne received a
bachelor’s degree in business education
from Bloomsburg in 1983. He was honored
in 1998 with induction into the
Bloomsburg University Athletic Hall of
Fame.

AsSISTANT CoAcH MARK RAYNES

Mark Raynes begins his
seventh season as an
assistant coach for the
Bloomsburg University
men’s and women'’s tennis
teams. He is a former

R member of the

Bloomsburg men’s tennis team and was
the winner of the 1979 PSAC Flight Two
doubles championship. He has also
completed several marathons as a runner,
including the famed Boston Marathon.
Raynes is also a member of the
Bloomsburg University Computer Services
Department.

Men’s 2003-04 Preview / Profiles

Coming off a conference championship
and a trip to the quarterfinals in the NCAA
championships in 2002-03 the Huskies are
looking to put up a strong fight to hold on
to the PSAC Champions crown.

The Huskies return five of their six
starters from last season giving them another
very experienced squad. Head coach Marty
Coyne feels very confident with the talent
coming back this season.

“Five of our starters are back so I feel real
good about that,” said Coyne. “Last year we
were able to play well as a team and played
with a lot of emotion. I'm hoping that
chemistry will continue into this year.”

Looking to be a top the Huskies line-up
this season are senior Aleks Kalezic and
junior Mike McGrath who teamed up last
year to form a dominant doubles pairing that
went 11-1.

“Aleks has been playing a lot of tennis
back home this summer and has been
training harder than he ever has,” said
Coyne. “Mike has been playing a lot of
tennis over the summer and I expect him to
turn in another strong season. He has a lot
of game and talent, it’s just a matter of
keepingittogetherintoa complete package.”

Providing the Huskies with strong depth
in the middle of the line-up, Coyne will be
looking to a pair of junior southpaws in Mark
Vellek and Brian Bogus who turned in the
best singles records for the Huskies last
season at 18-4 and 23-5, respectively.

“Mark really started to mature last year ,
he is a lot more level and is competing

much better,” said Coyne. “He is letting his
mistakes bounce off of him rather than
getting down on himself.”

“Brian is a kid who goes outand competes
hard. He plays doubles well and became a
much smarter player last year as he learned
the Bloomsburg philosophy,” said Coyne.

Senior Kurt Caster will also be fighting
to move up in the line-up after turning in a
16-5 record last season.

“Kurt competed like nails last season,”
said Coyne. “His game has improved each
year he’s been here, he is making much
better choices than he used to.”

Rounding out the top six Coyne will be
looking to senior Brendan Miller, who saw
limited time last season after playing number
six the previous year, and junior Mark
Farnsworth who also saw limited court time
last year.

“Brendan didn’t get as much playing
time as he did the year before but everytime
we called on him he stepped in and did very
well, said Coyne. “Mark has been playing a
lot and is real determined to crack into the
top six.

With the PSAC Championship being
back in Bloomsburg, its longtime home,
comes the task of defending the title.

“Its going to be tough again this year,”
said Coyne. “It was good beating Kutztown
and then coming out and playing a
sensational national tournament last year,
so I think they will be ready to do it again.”

It has been three years since the
Bloomsburg University women’s tennis
team claimed a PSAC Championship. But
despite the strength of the other
conference teams, head coach Marty
Coyne feels good about his young team’s
chances this coming year.

After losing Erin Bartsch, the two-
time PSAC Athlete of the Year, and
Miranda Campbell to graduation, the
Huskies will be looking to a cast of new
freshman and a group of three
sophomores that showed strong
improvement last season.

“Losing Erin is a big loss,” said Coyne.

“Replacing her will be tough to do, we
will need the returning players to step it
up for us.”

Leading the group of returning
players is senior Julianne Bramante who
went 11-11 a year ago.

“Julianne is going to have to play
some good tennis playing high in the
line-up for us,” said Coyne.

Last year’s newcomers broke out and
had very successful seasons and showed a
lot of maturity and improvement giving
Coyne a lot of confidence in his middle
line-up.

“Lindsay (Wychoff) had a good year
last year and played very well in the
NCAA tournament,” said Coyne. “Brande
(Hansteen) struggled in the middle of

the year, but then came on strong in the
end and Lauren (Colfer) was possibly our
nicest surprise last year putting up some
key points for us.”

To fill the voids left in the Huskies
line-up due to graduation will be a group
of three very promising freshman in lida
Hokkanen from Helsinki, Finland; Emily
Murphy who had a successful high school
career at Methacton; and Jaclyn Kelly who
is coming from Havertown.

“Iida is a blue chip player with Erin
Bartsch-like skills and will be expected to
fill the number one slot,” said Coyne. “I
expect big things out of Emily and Jaclyn
as well.”

With such a young squad taking the
courts this season there are still many
question marks left to be answered as to
where will the strong points be in the
line-up.

“The middle of the line-up will be
tested this year, said Coyne. “Down low
and up top we will be very solid.”

As the Huskies vie for their first
conference championship since 2000,
Coyne says to expect a three way battle
for number one between the Huskies,
Slippery Rock and Millersville.

“We will be a young team that will
make some mistakes but we’ll have to
learn from them.”

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2002-03 Season in Review/Results

Sept. 28-30—LErin Bartsch advanced to
the championship match of the “A” singles
Flight in the ITA East Regional
Championships before losing to Kylene
Wong of Concordia 6-4, 6-3. Lauren Colfer
won the “B” singles draw by default in the
finals. The team of Julianne Bramante and
Brande Hansteen won the “B” doubles
draw beating Queens, 9-8, in the finals.

Oct. 15—Bloomsburg pulled out a 54
victory over conference rival Millersville
behind singles and doubles wins from
Bartsch.

Feb. 7-8—The Huskies dropped two
straight matches to Division I opponents
as the team traveled to Syracuse, NY where
they suffered losses to Colgate, 6-1, and
UMBC, 7-0. Bartsch picked up the only
win on the weekend.

Feb. 28—The team bounced back from its
two losses to beat Drexel, 7-0. Colfer and
Bramante each picked up easy singles wins
in the dual.

Mar. 8-14—On the team’s annual
southern spring trip, the Huskies won
three of the four matches they played.
After picking up three wins over
Transylvania, Shippensburg and Catawba,
the Huskies dropped their final match of
the trip to conference rival Slippery Rock.

Apr. 3—The Huskies picked up a blowout
victory over conference foe Kutztown, 9-0.

Apr. 4-5—The Huskies played host to the
Bloomsburg Duals where they beat
Franklin Pierce, Concordia and Queens
without dropping a single match the
entire weekend.

Apr. 17-19—At the PSAC championships
the Huskies cruised to the finals with wins
over California (PA) and Millersville 5-0,
and 5-4, respectively. The Huskies would
be stopped in their tracks in the
championship as the team lost an intense
match against Slippery Rock, 5-2.

May 2-3—The Huskies hosted the
opening rounds of the NCAA
championships and got wins in both
matches. Bloomsburg beat California (PA),
5-1, in the opening round, then defeated
long-time rival Millersville, 5-1, to earn a
trip to the NCAA Championship round in
Orlando, FL. Picking up singles wins for
the Huskies against Millersville were
Bramante, Colfer and Hansteen.

Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference

The Pennsylvania State Athletic
Conference, with 52 years of organized
competition, has established itself as one
of the most respected NCAA Division II
athletic conferences.

In its history the PSAC has laid claim
to 33 NCAA team champions and 186
individual title winners, giving credence
to its fine athletic tradition. The
conference’s prosperity on the national
level was abundant again in 2002-03, as
nearly one-third of the league’s 245
teams participated in NCAA postseason
competition. The PSAC also distinguishes
itself as the second largest Division II
conference in terms of sports
sponsorship, awarding titles for 22
different sports.

Academic success is paramount for
PSAC member institutions as well. During
the 2002-03 academic year, 1,200
student-athletes were designated by the
conference as “Scholar-Athletes” after
attaining a cumulative grade point
average of 3.25 or better. Additionally,
eight PSAC student-athletes earned

Verizon/CoSIDA Academic All-America
Awards last season.

The PSAC was organized in 1951 for
the purpose of promoting and
administering men’s athletic programs
within the 14 state teachers colleges in the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. In 1977,
due to the interest and growth of women’s
athletics, the conference was restructured
to provide for women’s programs.

From its inception, each conference
member selected its own competitive
division within the NCAA. In 1980,
however, the presidents voted to reclassify
the entire conference to Division II.
Although all 14 institutions are members of
NCAA Division II, nine schools have also
elected to compete at the Division I level
in select sports.

In 1983, all member institutions were
granted university status as a result of
Legislative Act 188, which formed
Pennsylvania’s State System of Higher
Education. This system now enrolls in
excess of 101,000 students. The alumni of
the State System number more than
586,000, including 375,000 Pennsylvanians.
