About Bloomsburg

Bloomsburg University, a member of Pennsylvania’s State System of Higher
Education, is a four-year coeducational public university founded in 1839. Through the
stages of its development from a normal school to a teachers college to a multipurpose
state college and finally to a university in 1983, the institution has retained its emphasis
on liberal arts and career education.

Bloomsburg is recognized as one of the best 100 public universities in the
United States, and excellence, ranging from its 12 NCAA championships to its
international reputation in a number of its academic programs, is an attitude found
throughout the faculty and staff.

About 90 percent of Bloomsburg’s students come from throughout
Pennsylvania, creating a diverse mix of cultures and ideas. It’s a place where friendships
that last a lifetime begin. And it’s a busy place — with more than 160 student
organizations and activities, NCAA Division Il athletic programs and a popular recreation
center.

The university’s Division of Continuing and Distance Education serves
students through nondegree credit courses, noncredit minicourses, off-campus classes,
credit for life experience and distance learning courses on public television.

The Town of Bloomsburg, located in the Susquehanna River Valley, has a population of
about 12,000 people. The central business district is just three blocks southwest of
campus, and includes more than 80 retail stores, restaurants and the Bloomsburg Fair in
September. More stores, restaurants and theaters can be found along nearby Route 11
and at the Columbia Mall, northwest of town.

The university is within a one-hour drive from such cities as Hazleton,
Williamsport, Wilkes-Barre and Scranton; 1.5 hours from Harrisburg; 2.5 hours from
Philadelphia; 3 hours from New York City and Baltimore; and four hours from Pittsburgh
and Washington, DC.

A Few Facts About Bloomsburg

Enrollment— Total enrollment is over
7,500, with an average incoming SAT of
1070 and class rank in the upper 25
percent; Bloomsburg admits one in
seven applicants and has a four-year
retention rate significantly higher than
the national average. More than 80
percent are full-time students. About 65
percent are women. About 90 percent of
Bloomsburg graduates are quickly placed
in their chosen fields.

Faculty— With approximately 1,000
employees, Bloomsburg University has
378 full-time faculty, 73 percent of
whom hold doctoral degrees and 72
percent of whom are tenured. The staff
is organized into four divisions:
Academic Affairs, Administration,
Student Life and University
Advancement. Governance is through
the State System of Higher Education’s
Board of Governors and through the
university’s Council of Trustees.

Degrees— Bloomsburg University offers
64 baccalaureate degrees, one associate
degree, 19 master’s degrees and a joint
doctoral degree in elementary education
in cooperation with Indiana University
of Pennsylvania.

Financial Aid— About 70 percent of all
students receive some form of financial
aid; average amount of aid is $4,782 per
year.

School Colors, Mascot— The school
colors of Bloomsburg University,
originally “lemon and garnet,” have
been maroon and gold since the 1920s.
In the early 1930s, the Husky became
the school mascot when a dog owned by
a faculty member accompanied Adm.
Richard E. Byrd on an expedition to the
South Pole.

Head Coach Jan Hutchinson

One of the most
successful coaches
ever in Division 11
softball history, Jan
Hutchinson enters
her 28th season as
head softball coach at

During her
careerascoach ofthe

Huskies, Hutchinson

has posted a record of 958-216-2 (.815) and
have made an NCAA record 22 consecutive
trips to the NCAA championship
tournament. She has the most wins of any
active NCAA Division Il coach and is second
overall on the all-time Division 11 list for
victories and best winning percentage.
Overall, among all divisions, Hutchinson is
seventh in career victories and winning
percentage. The Huskies have also played in
and won more NCAA tournament games
than any other Division Il school.

In December of 2004, Hutchinson
received the highest honor for a softball
coach when she was inducted into the
National Fastpitch Coaches Association’s
(NFCA) Hall of Fame.

Bloomsburg has been to the
championship round eight of the last 15
seasons, twice finishing as the national

runner-up with losses each time in extra
innings in the national title game, six third-
place showings and two fourth-place finishes.
The Huskiesalsowon the 1982 AIAW national
championship.

Hutchinson, who also coaches field
hockey at Bloomsburg, was also the first
woman ever to gain 1,000 combined
collegiate coaching victories in a career. As
the career leader in field hockey coaching
wins with a mark of 483-64-20 (.869),
Hutchinson has won 1,441 games, lost just
280 and has 22 ties between the two sports,
a winning percentage of .833.

In softball, Bloomsburg holds 16 NCAA
Division Il individual, team or championship
records.

In only her fourth season, Hutchinson
won the national championship “double” in
the 1981-82 school year, claiming the field
hockey title in the fall and the softball
championship that spring.

Bloomsburg has dominated Pennsylvania
State Athletic Conference competition in
the two sports, winning 14 of the last 22
softball championships and 13 field hockey
titles.

In field hockey, the Huskies have won 12
national championships (three straight
from 2002-2004) and an NCAA-record four
straight from 1996-99. Bloomsburg is the
only NCAA team to ever win four straight
national championships in field hockey.

The Huskies also won NCAA field hockey
titles in1993, 1987, 1984, 1983 and 1981
and have finished national runner-up eight
times.

Field hockey has had 45 players earn 81
All-American awards. Softball has had 30
players gain 50 All-American honors.
Hutchinson has been honored as national
coach of the year once in softball and twice
in field hockey, most recently following the
2004 season. Hutchinson has also coached
two softball players and 10 field hockey
players to National Player of the Year honors.

Hutchinson’s coaching talents have not
only helped those as student-athletes, but
several of her former players have gone on
to coach at the intercollegiate level. At
Bloomsburg, she has former All-American
performers as top assistant coaches in both
field hockey and softball. Others have gone
ontocoachingjobselsewhere, such asJanelle

Breneman (assistant softball coach at the
University of North Carolina), Marci Hickey
(head softball coach at Coppin State), Leah
Conte (assistant field hockey and lacrosse
coach at Mary Washington College) and
Kathy Frick (former head coach at Goucher
College, Bloomsburg and currenthead coach
of Lafayette University lacrosse.)

Two former softball players have also
played professionally. Janelle Breneman
was a member of the Georgia Pride and
Marty Laudato was a member of the Tampa
Bay Fire Stix. In 1999 Laudato was named
WPSL Hitter of the Year.

A 1971 graduate of East Stroudsburg,
Hutchinson also earned a master’s degree
in education from the school in 1979. Prior
to Bloomsburg, she initiated the women’s
physical education programat Blair Academy
and served as head coach for field hockey,
basketball and softball.

In the summer of 2000 the Bloomsburg
University Council of Trustees honored
Hutchinson by naming the softball field in
her honor. She has also been inducted into
the Hall of Fame at both Newton (NJ) High
School and Sussex (NJ) County.

AssisTANT CoAcH SusaN KOCHER

Now in her 18th
season as assistant
coach, Susan Kocher
joined the staff after
an outstanding
career as a player.

Kocher’s main
responsibility is
handling the
pitching staff during
the season, but her duties also include
running the extensive fall practice and
exhibition schedule while Jan Hutchinson
is with the field hockey team.

In her time with the pitching staff, she
has coached seven players to All-American
status, two of which were two-time honorees.

A two-time All-American herself and three-
time AllI-PSAC selection as a pitcher, Kocher is
the only pitcher in school history to throw a
perfect game and a no-hitter on the same day.

In addition, she had a career record of
71-13 and boasted an earned run average of
0.47. She struck out 485 batters and threw
eight no-hitters for the Huskies, including two
perfect games.

At the plate, she had a fine career as a hitter,
with 71 RBI and 65 runs scored.

In 1999 Kocher was one of five inductees
into the Bloomsburg Athletic Hall of Fame.

Sheisanative of Camp Hill, PA, and graduated

from Bloomsburg in 1987.



2005 Preview

The Bloomsburg University softball
team comes into this season with eight
seniors and eight freshmen on the roster.
However, that doesn’t seem to be
worrying head coach Jan Hutchinson as
she views the Huskies situation as a great
mixture of young and old.

“We have a lot of returning
upperclassmen that are really strong
players,” said Hutchinson, who is entering
her 28" season at the helm of the club.
“We have a very talented group of
freshman who are softball fanatics. They
work hard and they love the game, so |
think they are definitely ready to step in
and play.”

The Huskies finished last season at 28-

16-1, a record Hutchinson feels may be
driving the seniors to right the ship this
year.

“l know the seniors are disappointed
with last year,” she said. “They know we
were capable of going further in
championship play. | think their
enthusiasm and work ethic shows that
they want to do better this year.”

Hutchinson realizes that it’s a long
season and the Huskies will have to peak
at the right time in order to reach their
goals.

“We have to take each game one at a
time,” she said. “Our short range goal is to
play our best every game. We want to get
into the PSAC Championships and to do
well enough to get into the NCAA
Championships. Our long range goal is to
qualify for the PSAC and NCAA
Championships.”

CATCHER

Junior Alyson Taylor returns this
season after starting 35 games last year.
She has looked very good in preseason
workouts after posting strong numbers
last season batting .258, while only
making two errors behind the plate.

Also looking to see time behind the
plate this season are freshman Tiffani
Corliss and sophomore Tina Jennosa.

FIRST BASE

Seniors Dee Wolfe and Sara Roba will
split time at first this season and are both
very good hitters and will probably bat in
the designated player position when not
on the field defensively. Hutchinson
acknowledged that one doesn’t have the

edge over the other offensively or
defensively so look for both players to be
used in any way possible this season.

Last year Wolfe hit an impressive .340
with 31 RBI’s, while Roba made just one
error defensively.

SECOND BASE

Junior Kelly Zarski returns after seeing
significant time in the infield last season.
Expect sophomore Jess Snader to see time
at second as well after getting just two
starts a year ago. Freshman Kaylene Sidisky
will also be fielding balls at second and
brings a very good bat to the line-up.

SHORTSTOP

Senior Amanda Breon returns to short
this season after putting up spectacular
numbers last season batting .311 with
seven home runs. Breon has great range
in the infield and is a strong hitter with
great speed.

Freshman Jessica Rosin will fill the role
at short as needed. Rosin is a hard nose
player who has done very well in preseason
workouts.

THIRD BASE

Senior Laurel Koster is expected to
remain the Huskies key third baseman
after starting 40 games last season. Koster
batted .255 with 12 RBI’s in 2004.

Also available to see time at third will
be Corliss and Sidisky.

OUTFIELD

Right now it remains to be seen who
will be filling the slots in the outfield on
opening day. Several players have shown
they can play defensively at that position.
Seniors Sarah McDaniel and Stef Kline are
speedsters who can fly around the bases
and both field the ball very well.

Jennosa and fellow sophomore Kristen
Koveleski have both looked very strong in
preseason workouts. Tara Emery and Jill
Homyak are a pair of freshman who will
certainly push for playing time as well.

No matter who the Huskies put in the
outfield, Hutchinson feels confident that
they will be very strong defensively.

PITCHING

With the return of three out of four
pitchers from last season, this year’s staff is
shaping up to be a strong and experienced

one. Senior Amanda Smith returns after

stepping up last year, especially late in the

season, posting a record of 11-2 with an
ERA of 0.94.

Senior Jaime Wilson did very well for

the Huskies on the mound last season
posting a record of 5-3 with an ERA of
1.49. Junior Jen Probst will see more

action in 2005 after seeing limited action

a year ago.

Freshmen Ashley Lynn and Sheelin

Fisher are two very strong pitchers who
will be vying for time on the mound as
well.

Hutchinson said to look for all five to

see action on the mound this season.

OVERALL
Shippensburg has had a stronghold
on the conference and the region the

past two seasons but the Huskies will be

looking to put an end to that this year.
Hutchinson feels that the players are

very enthusiastic about the upcoming

season.

“We try not to focus on one team,”
she said. “I want the team to step up to
the challenge and to fear no one.
Shippensburg, Kutztown, Mansfield and
East Stroudsburg will all field strong
teams in the Eastern Division this year.”

This year’s large core of seniors may
be just what is needed for Bloomsburg
softball to return to the NCAA
Championships.

“The seniors know what they want
and they’ve done a good job taking
charge already,” she said. “They’re
anxious and are taking on the leadership
role as a group.”

NCAA Tournament History

Take one glance at the history of the
NCAADivision I Softball Championshipsand
the name Bloomsburg is prominent through-
out the pages.

The only institution to participate in ev-
ery NCAA Division 1l Tournamentsince 1983,
the Huskies have the most wins of any Division
11 school with 63.

Bloomsburg missed only the 1982 tour-
nament, a season in which the Huskies won
the AIAW Division I11 national championship.
That season, teams had a choice in which
tournament to participate.

Twice the national runner-up, Blooms-
burg haswon more Mid-Atlantic/East Region
titles than any other school in the region. In
fact, itsninetitlesdwarfthe nextclosestschools,
California (PA) and Sacred Heart, which have
three and two regional crowns, respectively.

The Huskies have been in the champion-
ship round eight of the last 15 seasons, a feat

The Huskies played the longest game in NCAA Division Il Tournament history in 1984,
when Bloomsburg battled Sacred Heart for 23 innings. Sacred Heart captured a 1-0 decision
in the game, and, after the Huskies won the following game 3-0, Sacred Heart won another
1-0 contest, this one in eight innings, to advance to the championship round.
